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The United States “the Greater Middle East Initiative” has influenced greatly the democratization of Islamic

World. This paper tries to analyze its process from four sides: 1. Islam and democracy is both compatible and
incomparable, 2. Although US Middle East policy has gone through great changes, from “exceptionalism” to
“reforminism”, form “the clash of civilization” to “the third wave” democratization, its nature of dual standard has
remained unchanged, 3. Democracy and anti-terrorism is not interlinked, 4. Modernization and democracy is not in
proportion. Through them, it proves the possibility and difficulty of the Middle East democratization, which is a long-term

and arduous process.
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
