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The “Arab Exceptionalism” is not suited the actual conditions of the Arab world, and democratic

practices in these countries proceed from weakness to strength. However, the democratization in the Arab world is slow
and lagged behind other countries. The key issue of political development in the Arab countries is no resolved as yet.
Faced with various difficulties and challenges, the political liberalization and limited democracy under the authoritarian
regimes is an inevitable stage in the process of democratization in the Arab world during a particular period.
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
