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Abstract  The reason of the Middle East turmoil is that the countries in the
Middle East urgently call for internal political and social transformation, but the
international public opinion, especially the discourse of the western countries which
are dominant in this area, have great impact on the situation. By setting agenda and
creating discourse, the western countries attempt to take the leading position in
international affairs and to contain China’s influence in the region.
