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The Present Situation and Prospects of Terrorism in the
Middle East Governance

Abstract A multi-level governance mechanism of terrorism in the Middle East
has initially come into being, mainly including the governance network with
governance at the national level, the regional level and the global level which are
interactive among them. Its construction speed, scale, level and strength, to a certain
extent, correlate positively with the geographic scope, the frequency and the attack
intensity of terrorist activities in the Middle East. However, constraints with
terrorism governance in the Middle East remain, including Big Power factors,
asymmetry of the existing political and economic order, and the lack of global
coordination management and sanction mechanisms. The existence of these factors
makes it difficult for participating actors to form a consistent single-issue
governance union in the governance of terrorism in the Middle East. The governance
of terrorism in the Middle East is still a long way to go.
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
