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The Law 96 of 1992 and Egyptian Cottiers’
Political Turnaround

——Also on the Several Factors Consisting in Countryside Which
Caused the Fall of Mubarak Regime

Abstract: In 1992, Mubarak regime introduced the Law 96, which loosed the
restrictions on the farmland size and abolished permanent tenancy system. From Octo-
ber 1st 1997, cottiers lost expectation and confidence in Mubarak, and antagonized
the government as well as the landowners, when the Law 96 of 1992 began to be put
into practice, rule foundation on which Mubarak regime was based shrank unprece-
dentedly at the same time. President Mubarak resigned in 2011, which resulted from
not only the townsfolks’ revolt, but also a lack of support from the petty farm-
ers. The enforcement of the Law 96 of 1992 indicates that the issues concerning
Egyptian agriculture, countryside and peasanis have been persisting for many years,
and they mostly originate from the power — fall between government and citizens, cit-
ies and countrysides, landowners and petty farmers, the classes and husbandmen. So
agricultural developments, the prosperities of the countryside couldn’ t be achieved
without realizing of peasants’ democratic rights; Only transforming the real estate
system, but not endowing peasants with the equal rights of participating in political
activities, the problems of liberation of the peasants, of promoting the agricultural
productivity and bringing prosperity to the countryside can not be easily addressed.
