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The Adjustment of Egyptian Transitional
Government’s Foreign Policy

Abstract  Since the establishment of Egyptian transitional government, there are
some adjustments of foreign policy, such as: 1) to Arab Countries, Israel, Iran in the
Middle East and the Nile Basin countries, transitional government’s foreign policy
adjustment is mainly on shift and change; 2) to the European countries and the US,
transitional government continues its policy with some moderate adjustments; 3) to
these traditional friendly countries as China, India and Russia, the government has
been deepening this friendly relationship. There are three major reasons for the
adjustment in foreign policy: the appeal of the domestic masses, remodeling its
image of leadership in the Arab world, as well as the rising of “localization”
ideology in Egypt. The adjustment of Egyptian diplomatic policy, which relates to
the United States, Israel, Iran, GCC, African countries as well as China, India, will
undoubtedly has profound effect in the security and cooperation in the Middle East.
