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Causes and Actual Situation on Political Change in Tunisia

Abstract December 17, 2010 was the first date of the outbreak of “Jasmine
Revolution” in Tunisia. 28 days after, on January 14, 2011 afternoon, the Tunisian
President Ben Ali took his family, left Tunisia and flew to Saudi Arabia. The sudden
outbreak of revolution in Tunisia made end to Ben Ali’s regime which has ruled
Tunisia for 23 years. The “snowball effect”of the Tunisian change has affected
Egypt, Libya, Yemen, Syria and other Arab countries, where ruling regimes have
been swept by anti-government political change wave. This paper discusses the
internal and external reasons which led to the change in Tunisia, and describes the
actuel political situation in Tunisia and tries to explore its future directions.
