Abstract In Islamic history, the thought of al-Salafiyyah firstly occurred in Abbas Dynasty. In
A.D.13 century, ibn Taimiyyah and his pupil ibn Qayyim are standard-bearers of this thought. This
thought was against ‘ilm al-’ustilu al-din debates which ilm al-kalm advocate and called on back to
original Islamic Holy Quran. At the same time, ibn Taimiyyah advanced query for the first time about
the theory of “door of al-Ijtihad closed” in order to prove that following the originality which
al-Salafiyyah proposed was not doctrinaire and rigid. It is specially reasonable that ibn Qayyim proposed
to pay attention to the reality and carry out rational al-Ijtihad.
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
