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On Sino-Turkish Relations: Past and Future

Abstract  Sino-Turkish relations have experienced the Cold War and the Post-Cold Wars eras. The
bilateral relations feature the following attributes. First, the two governments could basically maintain
political cooperation on the basis of mutual understanding and mutual respect. Second, the bilateral
high-level exchanges have been strengthened since the establishment of diplomatic relations. Third, the
ever-expanding economic and trade ties have brought plenty of benefit to the two peoples. Fouth, the
two countries are exploring new channels for cooperation in combating terrorism, separatism and
extremism. Fifth, the bilateral cultural exchanges are expanding consistently. Based on the historial
development of Sino-Turkish relations, it can be summarized that the establishment of bilateral strategic
partnership oriented towards Eurasia and the new era hinges on the mutual respect of each other’s core
interest and primary concern.
