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The Middle Eastern Democratization in the Context of Anti-Americanism

Abstract USA’s Middle Eastern Reformation strategy is based on realist consideration of
anti-terrorism and state security, while Islamic—Arab world’s anti-Americanism originates from
negative effects of modernization and globalization besides USA’s unjust Middle East strategy. The
practice of Middle Eastern democratization process in the context of anti-Americanism is bound to face
with obstacles and distortion. Anti-Americanism not only leads to the absence of democratization
process’s stable environment in the Middle East to prevent USA’s determination, but also confines
USA’s concrete route choices of Middle Eastern Reformation strategy as Arab authoritative
governments’ balance method to resist USA’s democratization pressure.
